	Why do I have to vote for the budget?  Didn’t the state just give us an additional 11%?
	Actually what they gave us was an 11% increase over the amount of assistance we received in 2006.  Of that, $1.4 million is restricted for use as Targeted At Risk Aid and cannot be used for the school budget.  The remaining $529,000 was applied to the budget to decrease the tax levy.  

	What kind of an increase are we looking at this year?
	The increase is just 2.9% - well below the 4% cap imposed by the state.

	How much will we actually have to pay?
	Based on $75,000 assessed valuation we’ll pay $97.50.  That’s just less than $0.27 a day.  

	But are we getting good value for our school tax dollars?
	Yes.  Woodbridge is spending its money wisely.  Not only are we once again keeping our spending per pupil below the state average; but we’re also spending less than school districts of similar size and demographics.
